To mark the occasion of the 80th anniversary of VE day churches across the UK were asked to ring their bells all at the same time, on the evening of 8th May. A national event to replicate the sounds of 1945 when church bells rang out in celebration having been silent during WW2. Our team were keen to be involved with this and rang St Leonard’s bells from 6.45pm. It was amazing to do this knowing all over the UK thousands of ringers were doing the same. It is said that if every church bell was rung at the same time there would be very few places where you would not hear one.  We had actually already done the same at St Peters Tankersley just before Wortley. Plus, a first for us all, chiming the bells at St Mary’s Worsbrough. The bells here are being restored by our steeple keeping team. They sounded great and some members of the public were around outside particularly to listen. All the performances UK wide are added to the Ringing World bellboard website. By the end of Thursday evening we were in good company with thousands of churches listed. 

On Saturday 10th May our team organised a Ring for Victory day in St Leonard’s. Members of the public were invited to chime a bell to mark VE day. We were using the bellrope that hangs in the kitchen. The top end tied to our treble bellrope meant no-one had to climb the tower to chime it. A certificate was handed out to all those who had a go. It was very popular and fun. We had craft and gift stalls, and refreshments provided by church members were appreciated by our visitors. 

We soon had people  interested in seeing what was up the tower, and tower tours were quickly arranged for those who wanted a unique experience. Seeing our clock works and the bells really amazes visitors. We lost count of how many “wows” we heard. Climbing the great ladder of Wortley is an adrenaline boosting experience.

Thank you everyone who was involved and to our visitors. The last job of the day was a tower top visit to take down the flag.
